Course Level: Scholarship is available for pursuing master’s degree programme at

Eligibility: Scholarships are only open to students from countries outside the EU,
EEA and Switzerland, who are required to pay tuition fees.

English Language Requirement: In order to be eligible for university studies in
Sweden, a student must demonstrate that they meet the English requirements for
the course or programme.
