“Major repair of the dormitory in Osvity, 6A and educational building in Osvity, 6”

Q1 | Please advise if we understand the contents of the clause 30.1 correctly: The Employer reserves the
right to increase or decrease the quantity of Plant and Works up to 15% without any increase or
decrease in the Contractor’s price

Al | No, the understanding is not correct. The clause 30.1. applies at the stage of the contract award, and
states the following:

The Employer reserves the right to increase or decrease the quantity of Plant and Works originally
specified in Section V “Employer’s Requirements” up to 15%, without any change in the unit prices for
the Plant and Works, and other conditions of the contract.

In other words, if a tender price is significantly lower than the expected budget, the Employer would
have the right to add the quantities based on the participant’s unit prices indicated in the bid. The
contract amount will be increased accordingly. In case if the tender price exceeds the expected
budget, the Employer would reduce the scope based on given unit prices, indicated in tender, in order
to meet the expected budget. The Contract amount will be reduced subsequently.

Q2 | Please advise if the conceptual design should be provided to the Employer together with the
bid, or after the contract award?

A2 | At this stage no conceptual design is required.

However the tenderers are expected to provide sufficient supporting description’s and information as
required by

e Part1—Section lll: Tender Forms: Site Organization, Plant and Method Statement and

e Part 2 —Section V: Employer’s Requirement
This information is relevant in order to make sure that the tenderers have a thorough and proper
understanding of the required scope of work and related technical solutions.

Q3 | Is it necessary to envisage installation of security and fire alarm systems in educational and dormitory
buildings within the project?

A3 | Security and Fire Alarm systems are not part of this project.

Q4 | Isit necessary to envisage installation of protective railings on the first floor of the dormitory?

A4 | Protective railings on the first floor are not part of this project.

Q5 | Isit obligatory for Ukrainian participants to translate documents to English?

A5 | Yes, the tenders should be submitted in Ukrainian and English
